SHARE access into PrairieCat is designed for use by library staff. You must log into a SHARE patron account when 
accessing the web catalog. 
 
Go to http://216.125.140.44/uhtbin/cgisirsi/x/x/0/49/ to log in. You may also log in from the ShareIllinois website at 
http://www.shareillinois.info or from the ñPALS Shared Library Catalogs" section at http://www.palsnet.info/.  
 
Enter your libraryôs SHARE barcode and PIN. Your default PIN is the last four digits of this library barcode.

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Searching 
 
Search for the item you need. The default search is a ñwords or phraseò search, but you can choose other search 
criteria by using the choices in the drop down menu or clicking on the words ñAdvanced Searchò 

 
 

 
 
 

An Advanced Search allows for a more for a more detailed or combined index search. 
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After doing a search, you will see a summary list of matches. 

 
 
At the summary page you will see the number of titles with your search criteria. You can also refine your search from 
the Summary page with the Limit Search option. 
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You may refine, limit, or sort your search results from this screen by clicking on the dropdown arrows. You can limit 
results by library, language, format, material type, etc.  

 
 
 

From the summary page, find the title that you want, and click on the ñMore Infoò button. 
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Scroll down to see the holdings information. All libraries are displayed by default.
